On 042612, at approximately 1222 hours, CCPD officers were dispatched to a burglary in progress in the 69500 block of Block of Tortuga Rd.  Dispatch advised the victim arrived home and found suspects had kicked in her front door and were loading up items from the residence into a grey Audi CA (license plate later found to be # of 6NFN066). The victim immediately called “911”. The suspects fled W/B toward San Toro Rd and then S/B to 30th Ave in the Audi. CCPD officers arrived in the area within moments and set a perimeter. Officers tracked the Audi to the 30500 block of Ave Maravilla where they located it and one of the suspects. The second suspect was apprehended shortly thereafter.
All of the stolen property was recovered and the suspects were positively identified by the victim. 
S-1-Salvador Gomez, 18 years in age, of Cathedral City, CA. He was booked into Riverside County Jail.
S-2-HMA, 17 years in age, of Cathedral City, CA. He was booked into Juvenile Hall in Indio, CA.
No victims, bystanders, officers or the suspect were harmed during this incident.
